Case 08119518
This R/O (Reporting Officer) was on routine patrol at Aurora University. On July 31st around 10:15 pm. I heard loud noises coming from the first floor Stephens building.  A student came to find me and tell me that he heard the same disturbance along with screaming so I went to the building and found the door to room 108 open. When I walked into the room I saw the body of a white female lying on the floor. There was blood on the floor and a gaping wound in her head along with a large cut on her throat. A wallet was in her purse with no money, but had driver's license with the name Myra Mains. I called for back up and ambulance. Attempt to revive victim was not successful, and she was pronounced dead at the scene.  I then called for CSI and the Medical Examiner

Scene was secured and Medical Examiner was called by 23:05.  A few witnesses were still in the building and interviewed by Det. Locard.
CASE 08119518: Interviews 

Mr. Manzetti: Owner of local Italian restaurant.  Mr. Manzetti claims to have seen a girl fitting the victim’s description running from the second floor bathrooms into the doors of the first floor Stephens building.  Mr. Manzetti was waiting in the offices to meet with Associate Prof. Seput about fundraising opportunities for the school’s Evironmental Science program.  Upon coming out of the Proffesor’s office door and looking up to the second floor Mr. Manzetti says he saw an averaged height, stocky built male wearing a white collared shirt, red hoodie, and jeans walking very quickly towards the south hallway.
Mark Taylor: Junior at AU.  He remembered seeing Myra in the hallway shortly after night class and she was upset.  Mark was walking on the second floor of Stephens when he heard loud voices and shouting from the 1st floor.  When he heard some loud bangs and then a scream he hurried to the professors’ offices to get someone’s help. When he and the school’s on duty officer returned, the door was ajar and Myra was inside dead.

Anna Gaddy: Parent of AU student.  Mrs. Gaddy was at the school to meet with her daughter’s upcoming advisor Ms. Sprinkle.  As she was walking down the stairs from the second floor, east side, she heard a commotion.  She saw a teenage boy run across where she was standing.  He was wearing baggy jeans and a blue shirt.  Mrs. Gaddy also noticed a boy wearing a red hooded sweatshirt walking away from her to the end of the hallway.  She recalls he had his right hand shoved in his pocket and was walking with a slight limp (or maybe that’s just they way he walks, she said).
After initial interviews and working with the staff still at the school, Det. Locard was able to create a list of suspects based on descriptions obtained from the witnesses.
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Jay Nofsinger – Jay was a big guy and bragged about having access to a handgun often to his friends at school.  He claimed to need the gun for protection when leaving his third shift job at a meat-packing plant.  Jay had a prior conviction for theft.
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Rafe Wood – Rafe was a bit of an outsider at school and had an 
obvious crush on Myra.  He had no job out of school and did not 
spend a lot of time socializing with friends.  It was rumored 
that Rafe had begun abusing drugs.
